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1. INTRODUCTION

1.1 BACKGROUND

In September 2004 the Government approved the qatln and implementation of the
recommendations of the Report of the Flood PoliewiBwv Group. In this document, the
Office of Public Works (OPW) was identified as tihead agency for implementing
Government policy for flood risk management indred. The implementation of the report
has given rise to theFflood Emergency Response Planningtoject as one of the fifteen
comprehensive work programmes being developeddéPiWw.

The responsibilities and roles in relation to resjing to flooding situations are defined in the
Report of the Flood Policy Review Group, and theg&énent of the Environment, Heritage,
and Local Government (DoEHLG) document, “A Framewdopr Major Emergency
Management" (Sept. 2006).

Local Authorities are the ‘front line’ agency resigble for responding to flooding situations,
co-ordinating local relief efforts and developingdd-related aspects of emergency response
plans. The OPW provides advice and assistancee@sred, in the preparation of flood-
related aspects of emergency response plans.

Prior to the writing of this plan, a review of hisand International best practice was
undertaken as part of the Stage | Flood Emergeraspé&se Planning Project. Its purpose
was to identify useful procedures and practicesdbald be applied to the implementation of
flood response planning for the Irish situationisTREP is to be considered a sub-plan of
Wicklow County Council’s Major Emergency Plan.

1.2 PURPOSE

This flood emergency response plan outlines thesr@nd responsibilities of all parties
involved and the communication channels to be psidt to, during and after a flood event.
The parties involved are the local authority, emany services, and support services. The
purpose of the response plan is to reduce riskeltin and life and damage caused by
flooding.

It is designed to bring the user to the point afwimgwhat is to be done, andho is to do it.

It will include information relative tavhen andwhere the response will be effective, and
why it will be done. Each participating organisationghdepend upon its own expertise to
develop the procedures describiihgw" to carry out its assignments in support of the plan

1.3 STRUCTURE OF THE PLAN

The FEP is divided into three sections, and cangita Main Plan, the Appendices, and the
Functional Annexes.

The Main Plan (Described in Chapters 1-5) has a broad framewodk @escribes the
approach to flood emergency response managemantipg and operations.
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The Appendices (Described in Chapter 6) are item specific. Thase required when the
response to a flood cannot be expressed genericatlye basic plan. They give additional
information to that described in the basic plareg&ibed in Appendices A-L)

The Functional Annexes(Described in Chapter 7) are components of theFFERt provide
specific information and a description of respoogerations for each individual response
agency. They expand upon information containethénbiasic plan

This Plan should be read in conjunction with theerall Major Emergency Plan for the
county that may also reflect responsibilities ofrages at these different levels.

2. AREA OF OPERATION & FLOOD HISTORY — RISK ASSESSMENT
2.1 AREA OF OPERATION

This FEP outlines the way in which flooding is te teealt with in the town of Bray and its
immediate surrounding areas. The area that thisdflemergency response plan covers is
shown in Appendix B, Maps 1(a). They show the raeftehe rivers through the town, the
access roads, and all other pertinent information.

The town of Bray, located in north County Wicklow,situated 20km south of Dublin on the
eastern coast, and has a population of 27,041 rwithe urban area of the town and
approximately 4,860 further inhabitants in the inailaée hinterland (2006 Census).

The river Dargle flows through the town of BrayhelTGlencree River joins the Dargle River
west of Enniskerry, while the Glencullen River @iit close to the N11. The Dargle is
considered the primary source of flooding in therto And, for that reason, this plan focuses
mainly on the flooding of the Dargle River. As Brigysituated close to the sea, flooding may
also occur close to the sea front due to high tidess flooding, due to high tides only, has
generally been minor in comparison to flooding daehigh tides accompanied by heavy
rainfall and have tended to recede quickly. Seardafs have also been strengthened at the
sea front in recent years.

The N11/M11 bypasses the town while the R761, tppdu Dargle road and R767 provide
road access to and from the town.

The Flood Operations Centre is to be located aCtfiiees of Bray Town Council, at Civic
Offices, Main St., Bray.

2.2 FLOOD HISTORY

Four major floods have occurred in Bray during thgt century. These were on the"25
August 1905, 8 September 1931, 167" November 1965 and 986" August 1986. Two
other less significant floods occurred in Bray 84T and 1958. It should be noted that all
four major floods occurred within a period betwdate August and mid-November. Based
on these events, flooding in Bray occurs with apragximate frequency of once every 25 to
30 years. The 1986 flood resulted from the stormchvhas come to be colloquially known
as “Hurricane Charlie”. Flooding from these evemés occurred over the last 2.5km of the
river, from just upstream of the area in Bray Commk&nown as “The Slang”, to its outfall at
Bray Harbour. The main channel discharge capacitlyis lower reach of the Dargle is lower
than it is further upstream. The area most aftetig these floods is that part of the town
located on the northern bank of the river, wesBrdy Bridge. The area, known as Little
Bray, is characterised by urban development conmgrisouses, shops and factories, and also
includes the recreational lands of People’s Park.

Areas to the west of People’s Park, on lands tbat house the Coburg Estate have also
been inundated during these events. Tracts oklandhe north and south banks of the river
between Bray Bridge and Bray Harbour Bridge hage &ken subjected to flooding. During
the recent storm in 1986, the lower tier of thef@ub lands and Ravenswell Road adjacent
to the north bank of the river, and the Seapoinuditty Estate on the south bank were
flooded.
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While information on the 1905 and 1931 events, tand lesser extent the 1965 event, is
scarce, the flood discharge from “Hurricane Chaihel986 with an estimated peak flow of
285nt/s was unprecedented in nature and exceeded psefioads with the possible
exception of the 1905 event. The 1905 flood isutf to have had a similar peak discharge
albeit arising from considerably different rainfalharacteristics in terms of intensity and
duration. By comparison, the flood peak for thé3.8ood was estimated to be 208

It should be noted that the flooding on Monday 288 and Tuesday the 26of August
1986, caused by an offshoot depression from “Hangc Charlie”, was exceptional and
involved the bursting of a dam at Paddock Pondltiagun a greater than anticipated surge
of water along the Dargle and the collapse of \{elal and Ballinagree bridges along the
river.

It should also be noted that a new developmentdiaen place on the south bank of the
Dargle River close to Bray Bridge since 1986 calléde Maltings” at levels which may
place it at severe risk in the event of flooding.

More recently, on the f6of August 2008, Bray experienced localised flastoding.
Although the level of rainfall was quite substahtiaring the morning prior to the incident
the flooding itself was caused by brief but excapaily intense rainfall over a 15-20 minute
period in which the most part of 27.6mm fell. A< tbhatchment area had already been
saturated, this intense rainfall caused a hugetiyaof run-off surface water that quickly
made it's way to the towns drainage system andwdwelmed it causing localised flooding.
At the time there had been no guidelines or proeedtor dealing with this type of flooding
and due to the suddenness of the event there tilagifne to activate preventative measures.

Shortly after the flooding on the #®f August, Bray was subject to further heavy ralinf
This caused the level of the Dargle to rise sigaiftly prompting fears of a repetition of the
events of 1986. During this day, th8 &f September 2008, a draft version of the Bray fow
Flood Emergency Plan was used as a guideline mapedor possible flooding which lead to
a more methodical and organised response. Althmagfiooding occurred the preparations
had been made quicker and easier for the evacuattiodividuals in critical flood areas.

3. ROLES AND RESPONSIBILITIES
3.1 ORGANISATIONS INVOLVED

A summary of the roles and responsibilities of eacbanisation is given below. Each
participating organisation, private or governmenitaust depend upon its own expertise to
develop the procedures describiingw" to carry out its assignments in support of the plan
The execution of these tasks requires integratimh @ordination with the Local Authority
response; this will be facilitated by the activatmf the Flood Operations Committee.

Note: Each response organisation is responsiblddwimg its own procedures in place to
respond to flooding (who to send, where to go, wbalo, priorities etc.)

Contact-details of each agency involved are toooead in Appendix A, and the organisations
to be involved in the response effort are as follow

Bray Town Council is the lead flood response agency
Assistance will be provided by other response asgdions including:

Civil Defence,

An Garda Siochana,

County Wicklow Fire Service,

Wicklow County Council,

Health Services Executive and the Ambulance Service
Defence Forces.

3.2 FLOOD OPERATIONS COMMITTEE

The Flood Operations Committee consists of offidessn Bray Town Council and also at
least one designated member from each of the oflsponse organisations as noted above.
The Flood Operations Manager (see 83.4) is therpdiaion for the committee. The Flood
Operations Committee will be responsible for thaew and update of the flood emergency
response plan for the town. While each individuggrecy is responsible for the training of its
own staff, the Flood Operations Committee will aga a flood response exercise at least
once a year.

Upon receipt of a flood warning, the Flood OpenmasiaVlanager may, depending on the
expected flood severity, convene a meeting of tbed=-Operations Committee to co-ordinate
the flood response for the town.

The ‘Threshold Flood Level for the requirement the Committee to meet is identified as
the level of the river at 600mm (approx. 2 feetlobethe top of the wall at River's Lane
(Code Orange). Each member of the Flood Operattmmmittee will be responsible for the
activation of their own individual organisation.

3.3 FLOOD ASSESSMENT MANAGER (FAM)
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An Engineer from the Local Authority is the Floodggessment Manager (FAM). The Flood
Assessment Manager will co-ordinate the flood respoof his flood assessment team for
Bray in the early stages of flooding. The FAM wilke command when there is a severe
weather warning from Met Eireann which forecastavyerainfall for the river Dargle
catchment and/or surrounding areas. The level tm whimminent flooding of Little Bray is
when the river rises to within 900mm (approximat8lyfeet) from the top of the wall at
River's Lane and is identified as the stage at Withe FAM will hand over command of the
co-ordination of the flood response to the FOM.nkithis point on, he will focus mainly on
flood forecasting and warning. The responsibilitté$he FAM are defined as follows:

Early Stages of Flooding (Water level rises to wmith00mm (approximately 3 feet) from the

(a) Will activate the Flood Emergency Plan wheerdhis a potential risk of flooding.

(b) Locating the tide tables of the region andneating the time of high tide.

(c) Receiving severe weather reports from Met Fineand taking appropriate action if
required.

(d) Continually monitoring the flood warning systemd Met Eireann warning.

(e) Co-ordinating the response of Local Authorigygonnel.

() Collecting and maintaining records/informatioequired, works carried out and the
flood levels at the particular sites from the workk on the ground.

(g) Informing the key organisations of the Floodi&tage, the Gardai, the Fire Service,
the Civil Defence and the Health Services Execuiiveluding the Ambulance
Service).

(h) Contacting and briefing the media.

Advanced Stages of Flooding (Water level risesitbiv 600mm (approximately 2 feet) from
the top of the wall at River’s Lane):-

(i) Continually monitoring the flood warning systemet Eireann warning, tide levels,
wind force and direction, atmospheric pressurerrigvels and rainfall amounts.

() Informing the Flood Operations Manager of teeexity of flood expected.

(k) The Flood Assessment Manager decides togetlierRlood Operation Manager what
level of response will be required (Level 1,2,3pr

(I) Co-ordinating the response of Local Authoritgrgonnel with the Flood Operations
Manager during the higher stages of flooding.

3.4 FLOOD OPERATIONS MANAGER (FOM)

The level to warn of imminent flooding of Little 8y is when the river rises to within 600mm
(approximately 2 feet) from the top of the walRiaver’'s Lane and is identified as the stage at
which the FAM will hand over command of the co-okaion of the flood response to the
Flood Operations Manager (FOM). An Engineer froma tlocal Authority is the FOM. The
responsibilities of the FOM are defined below: -

Advanced Stages of Flooding (Water level rises ithiw 600mm (approximately 2 feet)
from the top of the wall at River’'s Lane): -
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(a) Deciding together with the Flood Assessment &g@n what level of response will be
required.

(b)Co-ordinating the response of Local Authorigrgonnel with the Flood Assessment

(c) Regularly liaise with ground staff.
(d)Convening the Flood Operations Committee nifetiallows.
(e) Chairing the Flood Operations Committee.

(f) Collecting information on flood levels and flded areas, and disseminating that

information to other response organisations, thed&@athe Fire Service, the Civil
Defence and the Health Services Executive (inclytive Ambulance Service).
(g) Contacting and briefing the media.
(h) Informing the public about the flooding situatiand evacuation.
(i) Responsible for the decision to evacuate (uresd)
(j) Arranging and chairing of post-flood reviews.

The term Flood Operations Manager is interchangeatih the following dependent on the
scale of flood impact:

LA On Site Coordinator (OSC)

LA On Site Controller of Operations (OSCO)
Chair of LA Crisis Management Team (CMT)
Chair of Local Coordination Group (LCG)

3.5 BRAY TOWN COUNCIL (LEAD AUTHORITY)

As the lead agency for flood response, the loctdaity will be responsible for the bulk of
the flood response activities. The Council is resildle for provision of the front line
response to flooding and provision of the Floodesssnent Manager (FAM) and Flood
Operations Manager (FOM). The following functioms the responsibility of the local
authority:

(a) Operate a flood warning system, and alert atbgponse organisations as required.
(b) Provide sand and sand-bags

(c) Have traffic and flood warning signs available

(d) Arrange street closures in consultation with@arda Siochana

(e) Clear obstructions out of watercourses whessipte before and after flooding.

() Brief Government Departments/Agencies and EéctMembers/Management as

requested.
(g) Liaise with adjoining Local Authorities
(h) Brief and contact the media.
() Inform public about the flooding situation aadacuation (door to door if necessary).
() Carrying out of recovery operations
(k) Arrange detour routes together with An GardacBana in advance of the flood
arriving.
() Provision of food and accommodation where reegii with assistance from the Civil
Defence.
(m)Assist in arrangements for the evacuation obifitg impaired persons from the
affected areas.
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(n) Maintain a register of vulnerable people (nameddresses and contact-details) in
areas liable to flood in conjunction with the HSEdaother organisations — to be
reviewed on an annual basis.

(0) Request assistance from Defence Forces if redjui

3.6 AN GARDA SIOCHANA

The overall description of the duties of An GardacBana is the protection of life and
property. An Garda Siochana have responsibilityttier maintenance of law and order, the
management of traffic and the execution of fundias allocated in the Framework for Major
Emergency Management procedures. The followingtions are relevant to a major flood
incident:

(a) Supervise road closures and detours in conisultaith the Local Authority.

(b) Discuss detour routes with the Local Authority.

(c) Patrol detour routes to prevent illegal/obgikec parking prior to and during a flood
incident.

(d) All traffic queries to be addressed by the Iggarda station.

(e) Public safety and maintenance of public order

() Management of traffic access and egress frdectdd areas.

(g) Patrol affected areas and evacuated premises

(h) Assist Civil Defence during evacuations

() Request assistance from Defence Forces if requi

() Maintenance of emergency transportation routes

(k) Provide security for visiting dignitaries.

() Inform the HSE and Fire Service of road closure

(m)Assist in evacuation of people.

(n) Activate the Garda Air-Support unit if required

3.7 FIRE SERVICE

The Fire Service will be deployed subject to itstugtiory obligation to provide fire cover
within the county at all times. This dictates tleagich brigade or crew mobilised must
maintain their operational readiness, and each cnest remain together at all times. So
that they can respond to fire calls in an efficiantl prompt manner. In any event, the
ultimate decision to deploy, mobilise and manageRine Service shall rest with RSFO.

(a) The Fire Service shall assist the engineerargices of the LA at the request of the
FOM, and in consultation with the RSFO.
3.8 CIVIL DEFENCE
Command of all Civil Defence resources rests whi# €Civil Defence Officer. The primary

function of Civil Defence is to provide support tile Emergency Services. The level of
response provided by the Civil Defence will dependhe manpower available to them at the

time. They will undertake the following functions support of, and under the control of, the
local authority services:

(&) Train and co-ordinate Community Volunteers

(b) Assist in providing boats for evacuation etc.

(c) Provide assistance to Gardai with detour/stiestures if necessary.

(d) Assist in evacuations

(e) Assist in the filling of sandbags.

(H Provision of incident control vehicle, and otlepecialist vehicles for relief duties
(g) Assist the local authority with the welfareeMacuees and displaced persons
(h) Assist in the setting up and maintenance oftsi@om rest centres for evacuees
(i) Assist in the rescue of people from rivers toeatain water level.

() Assist the local authority in the provisionfobd and bedding for evacuees.

Community Volunteers are members of the communitg Wave volunteered to assist in case
of a flood emergency. The role of the Community Waéeer will be to act as a liaison
between the local authority and the residents withspecified area. Particular emphasis will
be placed providing support to the more vulnerabéebers of the community including the
elderly and the mobility impaired. Training, higisility clothing, and official identification
will be provided to the volunteers. Volunteers viaé covered by the Civil Defence insurance
scheme.

3.9 HEALTH SERVICES EXECUTIVE (INCLUDING THE AMBULA NCE
SERVICE)

The HSE including Ambulance Service have respoligildor Public Health, Community
Welfare and the provision of ambulance and hospealices and the execution of functions
as allocated in the Framework for Major Emergen@niement procedures. The following
functions are relevant to a flood incident:

(&) Ambulance service; all 999 calls and calls frbefence Forces, Gardai and Civil
Defence for evacuation of sick and injured.

(b) Provision of First Aid & Medical Facilities tesponders and affected persons

(c) Issue of public health notices

(d) Provision of counselling facilities to affectpdrsons where requested

(e) Management of Voluntary Aid Societies (suclihesRed Cross).

() Monitor quality of the town water supply.

(g) Provision of social service assistance at teanyaest centres.

3.10 THE PERMANENT DEFENCE FORCES (ARMY).

The Army will only be activated in an extreme evemhere local resources become
overwhelmed. The Gardai through Garda headquawtdrsequest the assistance of the
Army. The roles of the Army will be as follows:

(a) Assist in transport from affected areas
(b) Assist in evacuation
(c) Support to other services
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(d) Provision of specialist vehicles for rescue.

3.11 COAST GUARD
In severe situations, the Coast Guard may be calfemh to assist in the evacuation and
rescue of people from homes. They would normallpdtesated by the Gardai.
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4. FLOOD WARNING STAGES AND ACTION-PLAN
4.1 FLOOD WARNING SYSTEM

The levels quoted in the second from the left hewidmn relate to the levels below the top of
the wall at River's Lane. Currently there is nocamaétic flood warning system for Bray.
However, Bray Town Council is investigating the gibgity of installing gauges at various
locations.

At present, upon activation of Alert Stage 2: Catlow, Bray Town Council may
appoint an official of the Council to monitor thevel of the Dargle river at River's Lane. It is
currently estimated that the time between the |lefahe river reaching 900mm (approx. 3
feet) from the top of the wall at River's Lane dtabding of Little Bray may be as short as 1
hour. Therefore, careful monitoring of the levelshas location is important.

4.2 ACTION PLAN
It shall be noted that all key levels given in Tell1l below are indicative, and the accuracy
of these levels is not exhaustive. The table ibaaread in conjunction with the roles and

responsibilities as outlined in Chapter 3.

APPENDIX D

SANDBAG/FLOODPROOFING POLICY AND PROCEDURES

The Sand bag policy for Bray Town Council will be as set out below:

The local authority will provide sandbags and/or sand at strategic locationshbubtige
townhouse prioto a flood, but this will not be carried out duriagy flood. This is because:

They cannot guarantee the same level of service to all households at riskagiuring
emergency
Phone enquiries about sandbags have a significant negative effect on the 999 service;

and

Dealing with sandbag issues is a major distraction for agencies whoséasia are
to save lives, evacuate people, provide safe shelter and provide emergency food and
drink where necessary.

How to Use Sandbags

It is essential to fill and lay sandbags correctly. Theytmos be over-

filled (no more than half to 3/4 full) and when laid, well stamped dtmwn
force the upper bags to mould themselves to the lower bags. Buih up t
layers like brickwork with the bottom row butted up tight to each other
end to end and well stamped down before laying the second row orf top. |
the wall is more than two sandbags high, there should be double line of
bottom sandbags, followed by a second double line, then a single line on
top.

If you are unable to get ready-made sandbags, you can make your ow
sandbags using compost bags, carrier bags or pillowcaseéswille sand
or earth. Put a plastic sheet down first to act as an extra seal.

When protecting your home against flooding, all possible water entry
points should be examined and sealed, including airbricks, air vents, and
openings for electricity, gas, and water. If you do seal anyvgats
remember to switch off the gas supply first to prevent the builafup
carbon monoxide gas in your home.

Seals around windows and doors should be made watertight, and where
advance preparations are carried out, exterior walls should be protected.

Waterproof wall sealants can be purchased from builders meschdnist
temporary covers for vents may be purchased from suppliers of flood
protection products. Remember that airbricks and air vents should only be
sealed during flood conditions.

It should be noted that the use of sandbags, as a means of protextioftofsding of the
Dargle River, may be of limited use in many cases.

TRAINING:

Training and exercises are important functions in the Bray Town Council prepssedn
schedule. Through comprehensive individual and team training, both full and part-time
emergency operations personnel develop the necessary knowledge and skélditeeff
prepare for crisis situations.

It is the responsibility of every Council department/agency head to ehstifgs or her
personnel receive adequate training.

While the Flood Operations Committee coordinates emergency exercises, gatimeet or
agency is responsible for its own internal training requirements.

EXERCISES:

Exercises provide opportunities to learn and toaestrate the ability of the emergency
organisation to implement plans and accomplish ldistecequirements.

Such participation allows for a continual evaluatand fine tuning of flood emergency plans and
checklists.

The Gardai will be responsible for general traffic managenmamd the
preservation of civil order during a flood emergency.

[I. ORGANISATION AND ASSIGNMENTS:

The Gardai will be represented on the Flood Operations Commyti@ertember
of the force at sergeant level or higher, and preferably érgeant with traffic
detail. He/She will be responsible for the deployment of personrthletdlood
response, and their management.

[ll. DIRECTION AND CONTROL:

Level 2 Flood:
If necessary, the Flood Operations Manager will inform the &asfian
imminent stage 2 flood, and the relevant staff shall be deployed.
During a level 2 alert, the emergency detour route shall not bepsat
this stage.
There will then be secure liaison between the Gardai and the Flood
Operations Manager. All severe weather warnings to be commuhicate
the Gardai.

Level 3 Flood:
Gardai will be initially deployed at the Lwr Dargle Rd junction with Upper
Dargle and the Lwr Dargle Rd junction Castle Street to pretraffic
entry except for emergency and local access. Parking comiglotraffic
flow will be monitored on Main Street and Castle Street. Rgrki
restrictions to aid traffic flow will be implemented if required.

adjoining streets will be prevented except for emergency servBasla
Personnel, if available, will also deployed at Seapoint Rd, Beapour to
warn away on-lookers and at Quinsborough Rd/Main Street junctiod to ai
traffic flow.

Where possible Gardai shall restrict and control the passaghicfes to

and from the flood areas.

Patrol cars are not to be used near flood areas. Traffic Cegps br
similar are to be used where any Gardai are requireas$s féiood waters

in the line of duty.

In preparing for a flood event, prioritisation of Garda resesirshall be
decided. This may require the postponement of some administrative work
for the duration of the flood.

Gardai shall inform keyholders of businesses of the approaching,floods
and recommend that protective action be taken.

Bray Town Council will load up road closure, flood, and detour signage,
barriers and cones and be on stand by for possible deployment in the eve
of flood alert advancing to level 4.

Level 4 Flood:

The Gardai will implement a complete shutdown of access to ¢loe fl
risk area except for emergency service vehicles. Additionadabaiill be
brought in to divert traffic away from the Little Bray areaajd Town
Council will deploy road closure, flood and diversion signs. Gardai and
signage in accordance with chapter 8 of the Traffic signs mavilidle
deployed at the following junctions to implement diversions descried i
appendix F.

On the judgement of the Sergeant in consultation with the Flood
Operations Committee the Army may have to be mobilized.

V. COMMUNICATION:

Regular communication between the Gardai and the flood operations wéhter
be by landline telephone communication.

Communications between Bray Garda station and officers in tldesfiall be by
two-way radio. In the event of failure of this system mobile phones shall be used.

And will provide assistance to the engjiimg services of
the local authority at the request of the FOM and in consultatitim RSFO
during a flood emergency.

[I. ORGANISATION AND ASSIGNMENTS:

The Fire Service will be represented on the Flood Operations Gtearby the
RSFO, or another Senior Officer from the Fire Service or anopeeson
delegated by the CFO. The RSFO will be responsible for the depluyof
personnel to the flood response, and their management.

[Il. DIRECTION AND CONTROL.:

Level 2,3.,4 Flood:

The Fire Service shall assist the engineering services of the ba e¢quest of the FOM, and
in consultation with the RSFO. The Fire Service will only be deployed subjdstdiaiutory
obligation to provide fire cover within the county at all times. This dictates dglchtl@igade

The Defence Forces will supply specialist vehicles to asstsansport in and out of affected
areas and to assist with evacuations on an “as available basisig hegard to both current
and contingent Defence Forces operational commitments.

V. COMMUNICATION
